The food is free to anyone in the community and an ID is not required to receive a donation from the Mobile Food Pantry. Food will be distributed on a first come, first serve basis.
The goal is for families in need to receive an array of fresh and canned items, up to 50lbs worth of food per box, to provide meals for several days, as according to Feeding America West Michigan Food Bank.
